Transfer Station will be open for normal business hours today, Tuesday, November 12, 2024 and 
trash collection services will continue as scheduled for Tuesday customers, ensuring minimal 
disruptions to our services.  
 
• GSWA facilities will be closed and trash collection services will be temporarily suspended 
effective Wednesday, November 13, 2024 until the Governor declares COR 4 or unless otherwise 
announced by GSWA.  
 
Customers are strongly advised to securely store their trash and recycle bins. This precaution will 
help prevent the loss or scattering of waste and recyclables during adverse weather conditions and 
prevent potential hazards.
